   Construction on the Rose-Iris Range House expan-
sion is expected to start this month.

In the Black 
Powder Target Rifle (BPTR) category, first time 
Rattlesnake shooter Rick Moritz and Rattlesnake 
regular Dan Steinmetz traded leads at 300 and 600 
yards, but in the end it was Rickôs victory by a three-
point margin.  At the F-class end of the firing line, Ben 
Cook edged Bill Prue in X-count at 300 yards.  But at 
600 yards it was all Bill, who finished the Match with a 
dominating 10-point advantage.  The real excitement 
however was in the Palma category where Gary 
Rasmussen cleaned both the 300 and 600 yard targets 
for 400 points and 26 Xôs!  Steve Podleski was not far 
behind however with a 397-15X in the ñAny Rifleò 
category.    
 

800/900/1000 YARD MATCH:  Saturday started wet and 
finished dry, with a unrelenting and unsteady 30 mph 
wind wandering between 6:00 and 7:00 with an 
occasional swing over to 5:30 just to embarrass the 
unwary.  In BPTR Rick Moritz who kept more shots on 
paper, took two of the three stages, and ran up an      
11-point lead despite being unable to find that darn X-
ring even once.   
 

   In F-class, Bill Prue got the better of Jerry Teo at 800 
and 1000 yards, and only gave up a point to him at 900, 
ending the day sitting on a respectable eight-point lead.  
In the Palma Rifle category, no one escaped the windôs 
trickery.  Everyone got to see at least one ñsevenò on 
their scorecard and more ñeightsò than they expected.  
Gary Rasmussen proved he is still the master, taking 
less of a beating from the wind at 900 and 1000 yards to 
finish the day with a healthy 11-point lead.   
 

1000 YARD RANGE MATCHES:  Sundayôs weather 
predicted rain, but the day turned out marvelous.  In     
F-class Jerry Teo finally found his stride, finishing 
exactly tied with Bill at 799-12X over the two-day match, 
and was declared the overall aggregate winner 
according to NRA High Power Rule 15.4 (b) (1) the next 
tie-breaker is the ñhighest total numerical score at the 
longest range.ò  In Palma, Gary Rasmussen finished 
the weekend with a final score of 804-22X for the overall 
win.  It was a wonderful weekend of shooting, and the 
óSnake certainly lived up to its windy reputation.  Nobody 
got hurt and everybody had fun.  Congratulations to the 
winners in each category. The next Rattlesnake Mid-
Range and Long Range Matches will be July 20 – 22.  
Meanwhile join us for the Washington State 
Creedmoor/Palma Championship on May 18 – 20 and 
the Washington State Long Range Championship on
