   There are a lot of downsides to shooting in the cooler 
temperatures of our lovely winter months, that is true.  

And times like these we all need to focus on 
the positives and try to see the black 
underbelly of those orange domed targets in 
the sky. 
 
   It is Windy!  Nice try, but it’s always windy 

at Rattlesnake.  The wind is your friend, an evil little 
back-stabbing friend that drinks all your beer on a fishing 
trip, but still your friend.  Know the wind, love the wind, 
accept the wind, and then, complain about the wind! 
 
   It is Cold!  That is true, but the cold adds excitement 
and camaraderie to both trap and skeet.  Having your 
fingers so cold that you can’t feel them, and you are not 
sure when you’re going to pull the trigger is exciting for 
everyone!  As a bonus, misery loves company, and 
everyone likes to talk about the weather.
